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Continuing to increase the benefits to our Umpires, 2012 changes include; further reinforcing the NDBA 
Rules, particularly the Umpire Regulations this includes Dress Code and is outlined below. If more 
information is required, or if you have any questions or comments, feel free to call me at; (778) 786-4083 or 
e-mail me at umpire_in_chief@ndbaseball.com. 
 

Dress Code  
• Umpires shall wear League approved attire. No shorts or suggestive articles are allowed to be worn at any time 

while umpiring. All shirts shall be tucked in. 
• NDBA UDP minimum dress code requirements are: a BCBUA Amateur Short Sleeve Shirt in navy 

blue/powder blue or black with an Undershirt other than white; Slacks of black or grey with a black Belt; black 
Shoes (some white is permitted) with black Socks; a Cap of navy blue or black without a Logo or with a 
BCBUA Logo; Plate Umpires only shall also wear a Ball Bag with an Indicator, and Plate Brush; all protective 
equipment, except for a Jock, is provided at each Field. 

• Manual, Rule Book, Hey Blue Subscription, and Membership Card, are available free of charge to all Umpires 
at the time of clinic. A BCBUA Amateur Short Sleeve Shirt in navy blue is available for a $40.00 deposit. 
Slacks in grey are now available for a $20.00 charge. A Ball Bag Kit (Ball Bag, Indicator, Plate Brush) and 
BCBUA Amateur Cap (Adjustable) are available for an offset charge of $20.00. Alternatively, all attire is 
available from ProImage Officials Supply Incorporated, BCBUA’s official supplier.  

 
Failure to comply with a reasonable standard of the dress code is subject to disciplinary action. Multiple failures 
to comply with a reasonable standard of the dress code will result in the possibility of suspension or termination 
from the umpiring body. Sole authority will be on the Umpire-In-Chief to administer such escalations with 
determinations forwarded to the NDBA Executive.
